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NOTE; This procedure authorized only when ceiling is or above 1100 and the visibility is 3 miles or more.

ALERT Right turn within 2NM of SQL, and maintaining VFR at or below 1100 protects aircraft descending on approach to San Francisco.  Make the VFR turn at a 30 degree bank angle. Chart not to Scale.

DEPARTURE ROUTE DESCRIPTION:

TAKE-OFF RUNWAY 30:  Fly runway heading until past the Diamond Shaped Waterway, then turn right heading 120 degrees within 2 NM of airport for radar vector to (assigned route/fix like SJC or OSI VOR). 

Maintain VFR at or below 1100 until crossing the OAK 165 radial (only now are you IFR) then maintain 2000 Expect (assigned attitude) 5 minutes after departure.

* If OAK VORTAC is out of service: Maintain VFR at or below 1100’ until abeam the approach end of Runway 30.
